2. New Joint Charge w/ CSCC (11/3/11) on Undergraduate Certificate Programs

Leake spoke with Paul D’Angelo, Chair Committee on Student & Campus Community, about a meeting in the future. He said CSCC had not yet discussed this charge. However, D’Angelo said that at the February 22, 2012, he will try to recruit members of CSCC to be part of a combined CAP-CSCC working group. He will contact Leake after the Feb. 22, 2012 meeting of CSCC.

3. Charge on Academic Integrity (12/2/10)

a. Angela Lauer Chong sent materials as promised following her February 8, 2012 testimony to CAP. Leake forwarded those materials to full CAP membership.

b. Pulimood mentioned a request from Don Lovett to speak with CAP regarding misinterpretations of certain aspects of current integrity code. Lovett chaired CAP’s last academic integrity subcommittee and is open to giving background on policy recommendation.  Kamber wondered about the “unintentional” violations in the policy and questioned removing it.  Kamber also asked about evidence the current policy is not working.  Pulimood noted there is inconsistency between practice, current policy, and the standards documents, which supports a review.
c. Tom Hagedorn, FSP coordinator and Academic Integrity presentation coordinator, met with CAP to address the issues in the charge.  Hagedorn expressed concern that FSP students miscomprehend his office’s Powerpoint presentation. Also, he is concerned about the policy’s negative tone, its silence on TCNJ’s values, and the absence of internet/ internet sources. He also wondered if academic integrity applied to faculty.  Pulimood responded that rests outside CAP’s responsibilities.  Morales and Hagedorn highlighted that no singular office is responsible for administering, interpreting, and managing academic integrity and its data.  Pulimood added that CAP should consider collaborative work as it reviews the policy. Kamber said we should look at other models and Morales noted there is a National Center for Academic Integrity.  CAP resolved to form a subcommittee to consider the extent to which existing policy should change, and whether policy should do the following: assign its responsibility to someone/office, capture all students, align with student code, have a more proactive tone, account for faculty/staff training, and define academic honesty.
