1. Minutes 
The minutes for October 12, 2011 were approved with one correction. 
2. Pending Charge on Student Leadership Certification
Leake reported on a forthcoming Student Leadership Certification charge from Steering; it will have some urgency and will require a CAP-CPP subcommittee. 
3. Charge on International Business Closure: CAP approved the creation of Business Plus International Studies Program in spring 2011.  Before addressing the closure of the existing program, International Business, CAP will invite Professors Levin and Tang, Dean Keep, and other stakeholders to give testimony; tabled. 
4. Charge on Russian Studies minor: Fisher initiated a brief discussion of whether the Russian minor would be resource neutral and O’Brien answered that question would be settled within HSS.  Thereafter, CAP approved the Russian Studies minor.
5. Charge on Academic Integrity:  Leake provided an updated charge on TCNJ’s Academic Integrity policy and procedure.   CAP wondered if this Steering should couple this with the code of conduct charge.  Morales noted the challenge of confirming whether students reviewed the policy and CAP discussed various approaches.  Leake will request clarification on the charge, invite Angela Chong to talk about modification to the exiting policy, and request the findings of the 2007 ad hoc committee on academic integrity; tabled.
