CPP MEETING

December 10th, 2008

1. Minutes from the November 12th meeting will be distributed via email to the committee members for approval.  

2. Fall Break

· The committee discussed the dates for Fall break, 2009.  Taking into account the fall break principles and the dates of other events in the coming fall, the committee members decided Fall Break 2009 would be on Monday the 12th and Tuesday the 13th of October.  This decision will be communicated to appropriate parties for implementation and information including the Director of Records of Registration and the Steering Committee.   
· The discussion also included how this decision should be made most effectively and efficiently in the future.  It was decided that each fall the Homecoming Committee should make a recommendation to CPP for the dates of fall break for the next academic year and CPP will then approve the dates and communicate them to all those needing to receive the information.  This recommendation is consistent with the Principles for Scheduling Fall Break that were established during the 2007-08 Academic Year and will be communicated to the Steering Committee.
i. The Athletic Director will communicate the next year’s fall football schedule to the Homecoming Committee Chair as soon as it becomes available during the fall semester.

ii. The Homecoming Committee Chair will bring this information to the next committee meeting.  The dates of the fall home football games and the dates of the other fall events (community fest, etc.), as well as the principles for scheduling fall break will be used by the Homecoming Committee to determine the dates of fall break for the next academic year.  

iii. The recommended date for fall break will be communicated to CPP by the Homecoming Committee before the Thanksgiving holiday. 
iv.  Unless there are questions or concerns, the Co-Chairs of CPP will approve the recommended date and communicate the approval to Frank Cooper, Director of Records and Registration and/or other appropriate parties before the winter break.


3. The committee reviewed the charge from Steering in response to its endorsement of the Provost’s Committee proposal to establish a center for teaching and learning as fully consistent with the mission of the College and an important and appropriate priority initiative and its recommendation for the creation of a Teaching and Learning Program Council or “working group.”   
· Steering recommended that a Preliminary Resolution be drafted in consultation with CAP and CFA and that would include among other things, a particular name, structure, and composition for the working group or program council.  CPP drafted a preliminary resolution that was approved by CPP.  (see attached).

· The Draft Resolution will be provided to CFA and CAP for their input before being finalized.

· Consistent with the governance process, testimony from the College Community on the Preliminary Resolution will then be solicited from the Faculty Senate (2/18), Staff Senate, SGA and an e-mail to the campus community (2/19) before a Final Recommendation is made to the Steering Committee.

The Provost reiterated that the center would be a priority and that the Treasurer will do everything possible to find the resources.

4. Committee members were notified that a Middle States progress report will need to be researched and written.  CPP played a major role in the initial report, acting as a clearinghouse for the various Middle States committees. Nancy Freudenthal will be invited to a February CPP meeting to discuss the requirements of the progress report.
