1) Approval of minutes – D. Hutton made motion; M, Wund seconded.  Minutes approved unanimously.
2) Nursing DS - A. Leynes noted that the Department of Nursing received CFA recommendation about their disciplinary standards and will make changes following a meeting with the chair and vice-chair of CFA.
3) Discussion of MUSE RFP – Changes to the 2019 MUSE application document were reviewed and approved unanimously. 

4) Discussion of charges related to Sabbatical Committee membership policy and breaking of ties on the Sabbatical Committee policy - One edit to the policy document was suggested, but no major changes to either document were deemed necessary to the respective policies.  A. Leynes will contact the Faculty Senate and chair of the Sabbatical Committee to make sure they are comfortable with the policies as they are currently written.
4) Discussion of charge related to Research Misconduct policy review – It was noted that the policy was unclear and that a “Research Misconduct Policy” and “Research Misconduct Procedures” both existed and that each of these documents contained confusing and incomplete elements.  A. Leynes requested that all CFA members review the Research Misconduct Procedures and bring questions or concerns to the next meeting.  Dean’s Council and General Counsel will also be consulted about these procedures.
5)  Librarian RPD charge – A. Leynes noted that the language in the RPD does not reflect the ranking structure in Library.  L. Dempf provided some context on this matter.  It was suggested that CFA review the Library’s newly revised disciplinary standards and use these as a template for revising the relevant sections of the RPD.  
6) Modification of Teaching Duties charge – Initial thoughts were discussed and this conversation will resume at the next meeting.
